RFID CHIPS

What are RFID Chips?

· Radio Frequency Identification

· A small chip or tag that reads radio waves used for identification purposes

· Does not have to be in line of vision

· Can be attached to/implanted in products, animals, or even human beings
How does RFID work?

· Tags (or chips) consist of two parts: 

          1)  Antennae 

          2) Processor/ storage

· Receives signal from reader and gives a return signal with ID number

· Reader sends number to database or server
